He published the
preliminary studies re&iggeaio the manuseripts,
published studies on the/Latinx translations of
the Greek Liturgies of Basil and John Chrysosto-
mos, on the imricate problem of the Orlglns and
Antecedents of Christmas and Eplphany, thus
brlnglng Hermann Usener's famous study, as it
were, up to the present standard of learning.
In 1239 he came fram the Vatican with a return
ticket to this country for a short visit.
