In accordance with the reguest you made of me in your office

this morning I em submitting this record of the time I spent
redrawing the architect's floor plans of the buildings of the
Institute. As I stated in bills to Mr. Bradley and in my letter
to you (Oct. 30, 1948), the time reguired for this work is

179 hours. The rate which Mr. Bradley agreed to pay me for this
work is $2.00 per hour.

There are two ressons why this job consumed this many hours and
both are caused by the requirements placed on this work by
Mr. Bradley. ?

l. Upon completion of the drawing of the new buildings,
Mr. Bradley requested that I draw in the same msnner and therefore
with equal attention to detail the floor plans of Fuld Hall and
buildings A and B. This he continued to regquest even after a
warning from me that such work would tske a good deal of time.
As you realized when I showed you the drawings this morning,
the detall involved made the work much longer.

2. Mr. Bradley made the request that the drawings of Fuld
Hell and bulldings A and B be placed on the same sheet. This
,meant that this drawing had to drawn to the small scale of
1/16% = 1 foot. Since the srcnitect's original drawings were
twice this size, this specification made it impossible to
trace any part of the work so that all had to be redrawn from
the architectts dimensions. This small scale slso made the floor
plans more difficult to draw.

Thus, the detail that Mr. Bradley desired plus the small scale
in which the floor plens hsd to be drawn to meet his reguirements
made this a long and tedious job reguiring 179 hours to perform.

Since Mr. Brsdley hss told me that he intends to bring this matter to your
attention, I am forced to intrude upon your very busy schedule with my side
of the story. I find myself involved in a very unpleasant situation that
is not of my own meking.

I am the Mechenical Engineer for the Electronic Computer Project. Early
in September I wes given an essignment by Mr. Bradley to draw the floor
plans for the verious buildings of the Institute (Fuld Hell with its two
subsidiery buildings and the two new office buildings). It was egreed
between us that I should keep track of my time for which I would be paid
at the rete of two dollers per hour. At this time T werned Mr. Bradley
several times that this would be 2 long, tedious tesk and ss such would
teke a good dezl of time to perform.

very pleesed. He resd my time sheet in my presence, said it was satisfactory
and told me to go on #nd finish the work.

A couple of weeks lster the work was completed. I sent my drawings to Trenton
end Philadelphia to heve them printed (21l with the spproval of Mr. Bradley).
When the prints ceme beck from the printer I delivered them along with my time
for the entire job to Mr. Bredley. The total time consumed in msking these
drewings is 179 hours, which of course is the totsl presented on my time sheet.
This time sheet was presented to Mr. Bradley in the morning. Later that
afternoon I received = telephone call from him in which he said that he hed

seen my time sheet and thst it wess satisfactory. The only comment he made zbout
it wes that he wished me to change its form. He asked me to change the sheet
from 2 time sheet of 179 hours to 2 bill for $358.00 and to lebel this bill as
being for professionzl services. The reasson for this chenge, he stated, was

that the time sheet would require him to withdraw the money from a wages end
seleries fund rether than the fund he favored which he claimed covered the category
of work into which my drawings would fit. I made this change and was told later
by Mr. Brzdley before 2 witness that the work was very sstisfactory end that
payment of my bill would be m&de in a few days. The next dey, I was surprised
and bewildered to receive from Mr. Bredley & lstter, a copy of whieh is enclosed.

A talk which I later had with Mr., Bradley on this matter produced no satisfactory
explanstion of his action. He said he would not pesy the bill and that he

would take the matter up with you. This letter statement, of course, mzkes it
necessary for me to present my side of the story to youeven though I do think

it regrettable that a person in your position and with your responsibilities
shoulé be asked to take time from the many important problems that crowd your
busy schedule to look into such 2 matter as this.

Why, after epproving 2ll time sheets presented to him he should suddenly reverse
himself is 2 mystery to me. If Mr. Bradley had reeslly received an estimate of
$100 for the job he should heve told me so at thé begianing so that I might

have refused it. Rather, he told me to do the work and approved repeatedly
time sheets which showed that the cost of the work would be several times the
estimate he cleims to have received.

Mrs. Leery hes copies of the Grewings involved. For convenience, the prints
she has have been greatly reduced in size and both drawings have been printed
on one sheet. Becsuse of this reduction these prints do not do full justice
to the original drewings which are much larger and are done in indie ink on
linen drezwing cloth. I have the originels which I will be happy to show you
should you cere to see them.

It seems incomprehensible to me that Kr. Bradley will give $4.00 per hour %o
bricklsyers working on the Institute's gersge and yet attempt to settle & bill
with 2 professional engineer for the sum of 56 cents per hour!

Thank you for your courtesy in reading this letter which, in order to present

most of the facts in the case must necesssrily be rather long. I would very
much appreciate it if you would let me know your opinion concerning this situation.

Memorandum to Professor von Neumanm Re: Paul Queney

From Imella Trinterud

I have received from the Navy Department a letter (copy
attached) asking us to accept final disallowance on the travel item of
$1,000 we paid to Paul Queney in 1946 and 1947. Upon receipt of this I
wrote the French Line agking if they could verify Professor Queney's trips
giving what information I had. They replied (see attached) that his return
trip was taken via the French Line and paid from Government funds. In view
of this 1t seems likely that his travel expense was pald both ways by the
French Government and that we will have to accept the Navy dimllowance.

Upon his arrival in Princeton In September 1948 the Insti-
tute paid Professor Queney the first $500 of his travel allowance. Shortly
after that I asked him if he could give me any receipts or data setting forth
his actuall expenses but he declared he had preserved no papers pertaining
thereto. When giving him the second instalment of $500 in June 1947 I asked
him if he would send back to me after his return such receipts as he was
able to procure. Thig he agreed to do but did not. However, if his passage
was pald for by the French Goverament, it 1s not likely that he would have
received any papers as to the cost.

Our szlary arrangement with Professor Queney gave him $5,500
after taxes. The Institute made his income tax returns for both years and
paid his tax. On the 1947 return he was entitled to a refund of $40 which
would be made payable to him. Thig he agreed to return to the Institute when
he receilved it. He left in August snd the raturn would have been sent to him
in the early part of the following year, 1948, but I never head from him in
this conneection either.
