"Thank you for your thoughtful letter of September 22nd,
In that letter you inform us of the provisions of the
Independent Offices Apgropriation Act of 1950 and determine,
in my opinion correctly, that the provisions relating to
fellowships should apply to the grants made by the Institute
for Advanced S¢udy under contract No, At=30=l-GENe349.

"1 have discussed the problems raised by your letter with
ouwr Faculty. It is our unanimous opinion that the provisions
of the Appropriation Act make it impossible for us to make
any further grants. In view of the nonesecret nature of our
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[onwilling ]

work and of the traditions y/ the Institute for Advenced
Study, we should be willing to make any appointments to
membership in the Institute conditional upon an investigation
by the Federal Bureau of Investigation, We shall therefore
make no further grants-in-ald the funds for which would be
derived from the subject contract.

"We have mlready made four appointments to membership with

grants totalling $15,000, These were made last spring. It

is our understanding that in the case of these grants the
provisions of the new Appropriation Act are not applicable.
Should we be wrong in this interpretation, we should not wish

to pay these members from monies deprived from the Atomie

Energy Commission, We should appreeiate your advice on this
matters We should also Bm be glad to have any interpretative
material and any legislative history which would enable us to
determine the probable interpretation of the e¢riminal

penalities provided in the second part of the Appropriation rider.

I need hardly add that unless & new basis for the support
of basie, unclassified work in the sciences can be developed,
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the Institute will be unwilling %o renew the contract,
