There are military communication facUities available
between the United states and Germany; however, the
transmission of personal messages is not authorized
under existing laws and regulations.

Upon returning from our Faculty luncheon
today, I found a letter confronting me with a problem simi­
lar to that of young George Forsyth, only that it does not
affect the Institute directly. Yet I should like to bring it
to your attention.

The letter comes ~rom Professor Henry
G~ddard Owen, Dean at ~iddlebury College and Director of
the Bread Loaf School of English which you doubtless know
better than I do ( we were up there for a very delightful
summer in 1942 ). Ur. Owen has been, and still is, a Lt.
Sr.G. in the :'avy and anticipates his discharge .some time
this winter. He can, of course, return to his twofold job
in djlebury and 3read Loaf, but he seems to think that
a new President of the College, elected dur~n~ r. Owen's
absence, would make things more difficult for him than in
the past. He would like, if possible, to obtain a post "with
some educational foundation such as the Rockefeller or the
Carnegie, in some kind of administrative work." "nd he
has asked me whether I knew of such an opportunity.

This, of course, is not the case. The
Rockefeller and Carnegie Foundations are not in the habit
of consulting me in such matters, but I thought I might
mention :.:r. Owen to .ou. He is a man of great culture,
and really amazing administrative ability. ·~e has made
Bread Loaf a kind of paradise for both students and facul­
ty, has an admirable jUdgment of personalities ( in the
Navy, too, he was employed as a "?r:Jcurement Officer," se­
lecting young men and women for the educational program),
and it would be a blessing, I think, if a man of this type
were to exert some influence in two organizations which,
or so it would seem, have developed a somewhat chilly atti­
tUde towa~d the humanities of late. Knowing your genuine
concern for the humanities, I thought you might perhaps
like to know the name of a really first-rate man should
he be needed somewhere.
