As you masr- know, I saw Dean Rusk last Saturday morning 
and discussed with him nu plans for next year. If I under­
stood him correctly, Ibelieve he felt that there would be 
little difficulty in presenting to their Board of Trustees 
a request for a grant of $20,000 to cover nv work at the 
Institute next year - $1.5,000 for the work itself' and 
$5,000 as a contribution toward the expenses. I pointed 
out to him that the $5,000 wruld not fully cover this in D\Y' 
own case, and told him why. He indicated understanding of 
this, but thought it would be difficult to ask for a larger 
grant and hoped that the Institute would be able to help in 
making up whatever gap might remain. It does not seem to 
DE that this should constitute a serious problem, and I 
indicated to him that I thought it would be entirely satis­
f actory if the Foundation could make available $20,000. 

Dean asked whether I felt there was a.rq hurry about 
it ar whether it could go before the June meeting of the 
Board. I told him that I thought June would be early 
enough, and saw no reason for trying to rush it. 

I said that I would like to consult you about the manner 
in which the request should be placed, since I thought it 
possib le that you might wish the request to come for~ 
.from the Institute, as was done the last tine. I would 
prefer this, ltij"self', but would be prepared to make the 
request personally if you feel this would be better. 

I am now engaged just about full tine on the researches 
of which I spoke to you, and find them most interesting and 
pro.fitable. I am beginning to qiestion, however, whether 
they are fit stuff for scholarly activity outside of govern­
ment . I am not sure tha t we want to reveal to others the 
full l!Basure of either our knowledge or our ignorance on 
these subjects. Perhaps we will have a chance to talk 
about this sometime.

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COMMENCEMENT: June 7, 1955

When I remember my happy student days before 
the first World War, I realize how much more dif­
ficult it is today to concentrate on academic work and 
to be confident about its rewards. Those were the 
days of blithe security in a parochial setting. Today 
a whole world with its frightening uncertainties is 
pressing in on us, brought to our attention daily and 
almost hourly by new means which make us witness 
within minutes what happens to others in far-away 
lands. Life and experience all over the globe have 
become potentially simultaneous. We here in America 
insist on this co-incidence, and we are suffering from 
it. If we disregard the world we feel guilty; but if 
we don't we are likely to get lost in its complexities 
and contradictions. 

Not only can everybody and everything from every­
where reach us right in our living room if the waves 
are opened and the knob is turned. What we are 
reading, hearing and seeing is a human spectacle not 
in remote places where time has stood still but of 
events which have suddenly become simultaneous 
also in the historic sense. More than half of the earth's 
population has entered history within our lifetime 
and is clamoring for attention, sympathy and support. 
Obviously these new societies have not yet caught up 
technologically, and this affects their economies and 
their institutions. But ideologically they are our true 
contemporaries. Their hopes and ambitions are like 
ours, and the slogans by which they express their 
nationalist and socialist ideas we know from our own 
current vocabulary. 

On many issues they even seem to be more assured 
than we are. Their insistent challenge reaches us at 
a time when we are plunged into a morass of doubts 
and reconsiderations, compunctions and re-evalua­
tions. The more information we get the more numer­
ous and uneasy are our questions. And the more 
questions we feel we have to ask the greater becomes 
our uncertainty. We of the Western world are more 
troubled about human self-interpretation, both philo­
sophical and psychological, than our newly emerged 
contemporaries in history on the Asian and African 
continents. 

Can education, acquired under so many handicaps, 
under this pressure for time and of the times, con-

tribute something that will stand you in good stead 
in the future? The answer can hardly be found in 
those tangible results of your work which have earned 
you your degrees. It is no reflection on them if I 
wonder whether the time-honored methods of ex­
aminations, term papers and theses are really the ones 
by which your academic achievement can best be 
tested. 

Be that as it may - what your studies should have 
given you is an attitude rather than answers. What 
each of us can contribute regardless of his influence 
- if any - on the larger affairs of the world, is con­
centration on bis task and confidence in bis com­
petence to discharge it. He who immerses himself in 
his immediate responsibilities and meets them well 
is not an escapist, even if he does not read all the 
news every day. The real escapists are those who run 
away from their assigned tasks and rush around 
worrying about every trouble which they glean from 
their morning paper (or, still worse, from the after­
noon tabloid), scattering their interests, frittering 
away their imaginative capacity, and squandering 
their intellectual resources. 

However, concentration does not mean closing 
one's mind. If academic studies amount to more than 
professional training, they must enable you to see 
and weigh alternatives, to respect choices which 
differ from yours, and to check and re-check your 
premises. One cannot do so without questioning -
questioning oneself as well as others, authority as well 
as anarchy, the claims of tradition as well as of revo­
lution. But in doing so one has to realize that there 
are insoluble problems, unanswerable quesnons, and 
extra-rational forces in human affairs. 

To acquire such an attitude is an academic achieve­
ment, yet it should not stand in the way of social 
action. However contemplative one has to be in 
analysing problems and issues, he is called upon to 
make decisions and act accordingly. The most im­
portant and the most difficult task for all of us is to 
combine the qualities of the scholar and of the par­
tisan, and to bring both to bear simultaneously on 
what we have to do. 

Such a task is never finished. Commencement is 
the proper time for you who are graduating and for 
the institution which you are leaving, to remember 
how much there remains to be learned, how much 
there remains to be built!

You mi ght be interested just to glance at the attached 
J:1anuscript , which represents as much as I have been able to 
do in this academic yee.:r of actual drafting on the sub;ect 
of Soviet-American ~elations. The research , wh~ch ha~ been 
a much gr eater task than the writing. has been carried several 
months beyond the period treated in the manuscript , so the 
manuscript itself represents only a minor portion of the year's 
work. 

This document has not been prepared with a view to eventual 
publication as it stands , but r ather as an attempt t o bring 
together all the relevant documentation from an extraordinarily 
wide variety of sources and to put it in some sort of coherent 
order. I t is probably consiC:.erably more detai:ed than anything 
that wil l finally emerge for publication .

MEMORANDUM TO F lLE : 

Dr . Oppenheimer telephoned Mr . Maass this afternoon 
to call his attention to the fact that Mr. Kennan was filing 
as Democratic candidate for Congress from his Pennsylvania 
district; Mr . Maass said he knew about it . 

Dr . Oppenheimer explained that Kennan was here for 
a five-year membership; that he was engaged in an interesting 
study of the first year of Soviet- American relations, and that 
he intended t o continue these studies until he left for Germany 
in mid-June . Mr . Kennan 's work has been supported by $15 ,ooo 
from the Rockefeller Foundation and supplemented by $5 , 000 
from the Institute . Mr . Kennan will not formally be a candidate 
until the Democratic primary in Pennsylvania on May 18th. 

The Rockefeller Foundation took the position that it 
could not support the work of a candidate for public office and 
were concerned to maintain this position, particularly in view 
of the investigation by the Reece Committee . I t seemed to Dro 
Oppenheimer that the Institute might take a similar position but 
might interpret ' candidacy' quite strictly, so that Kennan could 
work here as planned until the Democratic primary. Mr. Maass 
fully concurred. 

Dr. Oppenheimer pointed out that, since the primary 
was uncontested, Mr. Kennan might be presented as a candidate 
before May 18th . Mr. Maass said he understood this and was 
not troubled by it.

The Department of State released today Forej~n Relations of 
the United States, The Soviet Union , 1933-1939.his collection 
of documents is now being nublished because of the vital 
1mnortance of the relatjons of the United Stat es with the Soviet 
Union . 'rhis mass of documentation , relatively little of which 
has hitherto been nublished, is of utmost significance if an 
accurate understandine is to be reached concernjng t hes e rela­
tions. By uublication in a senarate volwne rather than in 
several annual volumes of the regular Foreign nelations serjes, 
the backuround from the dinlomatic recognition of the ~oviet 
Union by the United States in November 1933 to the end of the 
year 1939, after the outbreak of the Second World ~ar, can be 
nresented in one ~lace . Therefore the documents for 1933 , 
which have been previously nublished (Foreir~ nelations, 1933, 
volQ~e II. pp, 778-840), are reproduced here without change. 

~. i th the coming of the ~i:oosevel t administration , prepara­
tions were soon underway regarding recognition of the boviet 
Government , and several documents illustrate the nroblerns 
involved which the po l icy advi sers recommended should be settled 
before formal recognition was accorded . Arrangements were made 
in due time for Foreign Commissar Litvinov to come to \lashington 
for negotiations, where intensive conversations between him and 
President .i:(oosevel t and his oersonal advisers between November 8 
- November 16 culminated in an al!:reernent by means of a series of 
exchanges of notes. All these agreements are contained in this 
volume (pp. 26- 37) . 

After the establishment of the ~mbassies, the first negotia­
tions undertaken were for obtaining a settlement of the debts 
and claims due to the United States in accordance with the 
''gentlemen ' s agreement" which had been initial ed by President 
Roosevelt and litvinov . The naners collected i n this volume 
illustrate for the first time in detail the course of these long, 
frequently acrimonious negotiations , begun in it'ebruary 1934 · No 
success whatever was achieved by the end of January 1935 and the 
matter was droooed, to the bitter disaopointment of the United 
States. The failure to come to an understanding with the boviet 
Union on how to carry out this agreement adversely affected all 
other relations between the United States and the ~oviet Union . 
A much l ess favorable solut 1 on , broached by Stalin and 1tolotov, 
Chairman of the Council of Peonle's Commissars , to Ambassador 
Davies in June 1938, turned out to be equally barren , and this 
oroblem of the .American debts and claims has remained without 
settlement (pn . 63-173; 567-582; 594- 600) . 

Other disapnointments and irritations in relations with the 
Soviet Union first auneared in 1934 and persisted throughout 
the neriod covered by this volume. The ~mbassy in fuoscow began 
to encounter administrative difficulties from 0oviet authori-
ties which imoaired its functioning (pp . 440- 457; 624- 699 ; 837- 869) . 
The construction of an Embassy building had to be 
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abandoned because it could not be done according to .American 
standards in the face of Soviet restrictions, non-cooperation, 
and excessively heavy exnenses (pp. 268-278) . 

The onerous customs practices and examinations inf licted 
unon American officials by Soviet customs authorities were so 
exas~erating that becretary of State Hull e~claimed that like 
orocedure were not encountered in other civilized, or even 
uncivilized countries so far as he knew. V'hen the campaign 
against foreigners was well under way in the Soviet Union by 1937, 
the l!illlbassy was seriously hamoered in its endeavors to l ~ok after 
the welfare and whereabouts of American citizens arrested and 
detained by the Soviet lroverrunent in contrl:l.vention of' the nrovi­
sions of another of Litvinov's agreements of 1933 · Strong and 
repeated representations against the evasions and concealments 
of "the comnetent 6oviet authorities" gained some occasional, but 
long-delayed ameliorations (op. 491-503; 708-726; 904-918) . 

One agreement had been insisted upon at the time of the 
recognition conversations, that there shoul d be no communist 
interference in the internal affairs of tbe United States by the 
Soviet Government or by any institution under its control. All 
too quickly , however, evidence accumul ated that this agreement 
was not being kept . When the VII Congress of t he Communist 
International was hel d in l.Ioscow between July 25 and August 20 , 
1935 , communists from the United States made boastful speeches 
and t he organization interested itself in Amer ican affairs . A 
formal , writt en protest against the vlolation of Litvinov ' s ple 
pledge was lodged wjth the Soviet Union (op . 218- 268) but was 
rejected. Indications still persisted in later years of Soviet 
interest in communist nrogress and activities in the United States. 

Recognition of the Soviet Union had been somewhat ponular­
i~ed in the Unjted States by the belief that a l arge exnansion 
of trade would follow. Negotiations were undertaken for a 
commercial agreement, which was successfully effect ed by an 
exchange of notes first sl gned on July 13, 1935 · Hereafter the 
commercjal a~reement was renewed annually, and these negot i ations 
are documentei in this vnlume, lncluding the various demands 
~rought forward by the Soviet Union which complicated the pro ­
cess (pp . 192-218; 322-345; 405-440; 601-624 ; 809- 837 ). A some­
what analogous trade venture was the peculiar efforts of Soviet 
agencies to acquire war material s and armaments , pa rticularly 
t he construction of warships , in the United btates . Thes e 
a t temots , wi t h their unconventional bus iness methods , ran into 
a succession of nolitical and economic difficulti es which, 
desnite the President ' s favorable attitude toward the project, 
had not been overcome before the outbreak of war in ~urope 
(pp . 457-491; 670-708; 869-903 ). 

Among the documents included in this volume there is a 
limited number not solely concerned with relations between the 
United States and the Soviet Union . These papers refer to 
significant internal condjtions within the Soviet Union , to 
statements of nolicy, or to other incidents which had influence 
unon foreign affairs (pp . 281- 322; 357-404 ; 504-601; 731- 809* . 

Corres~ondence on other subjects , esoeciall y multilateral 
in nature , is reserved for the Foreign nel ations vol umes for 
1939 concerned with the origins and the outbreak of the becond 
World Vv ar . A number of reports on the confli ct:tng interest of 
the Soviet Union and Janan is to be nublished in the regular 
annual vo l umes for the Far ~ast . An article , des cribing in 
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detail the subjects contained in this volume, has been prepared 
for nublication in the Denartment of State Bulletin for May 26 , 
1952. 

Foreign Relations of the United States, The Soviet Union, 
1933-1939, was compil ed in the ~oreign Relations Branch of 
the Division of Historical Policy Res earch under the direction 
of the editor of Forei gn Relatjons , Mr . E. R. Perkins. The 
basic research and selection of na~ers for this volume were 
done by 1'r . Rogers Platt Churchill excent for the selections 
covering the years 1933 and 1934, which were chosen by 1,r . John 
Gilbert Reid. The orenaration of the Index, the List of Papers, 
and the editing and nroofreading of copy were done in the 
Foreign Relations Editing Branch of t he Division of Publica­
tions under the direction of Miss Elizabeth A. Vary.

This lotter will put on paper the proposals hich we discussed 
on FebrUAry 16tb for t he support of work on international relations and the 
history and develo"''lletnt o.f toreiel'! rolicv at th<:i Institute for avanceri Study. 
These proposal.s depend essentially on tho prospect that Ur. Geor ge Kailll..an 
will himself work at t.lte Institute for Advancad Study, and will desire to 
associate with himself a few other qualified workers. dhoula Ur . Kannan :ind 
thAt ha is not in a ~osition to rsmain at tbe Institute, or should he for one 
reason or another come to the conclusion thli.t his undertakings hara :::.re "lfith­
out a:ioquate promise, e should be ~renared to reconsidar tha proposals in 
their entirety. I !<nOlf that you hope, as I do, that this situ a ti on will not 
arise. 

The proposals themselves involve a five-Y":ar erant from the Ford 
Foundation to the Institute for Advanced Study of h5,ooo.oo a year. .ro broke 
dO'lfll this ... rant into a sum of 20,000, available for gra.. ts-in-aid to members 
workirw. at the Institute, a sum of 10, 000 for secretarial services; a sum of 
$51 000 for defraying the expenses of conferencas, consultations and travel, 
and a sum of 101 000 as overhead reimbursom.ent to the Institute. Since we 
normally give grants or some three or four thousand dollars a year to members, 
the sum of 20, 000 should enable us to work on a reasonable scale unless there 
are exceptional needs for support on the part of indlvidnal mmnbars whom we 
might wish to havo here . The sum of U0, 000 for overhead corresponds to a 
rough estil:la.te that it costs us about "1,500 in general acaden:ic, administra­
tive and housekeeping expenses to support a member for a year. 

It is umerstood that kr. Kennan's salary, and reimbursement for 
his own travel and his own personal expenses, will not be paid by the Institute 
out of these funJs , but will be paid directly by the Ford Foundation. It. is 
also understood that admission to ~embership in the Institute must be made 
with the concurrence of the Faculty in the ;.>Chool of Historical Studies, and, 
in the case of protracted memberships, of the Faculty of the Institute as a 
whole. I am nevertheless confident that Mr. Kennan's interests d nd sympathies 
are such that the men he desires to bring here w.i.11 meet with Faculty anproval, 
and that Faculty s uegestions in tuzn will often prove helpful to him. 
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\'le have offered Mr. Kennan a five-year membership in the Insti­
tute to start July 1, 1951. It would seem arpropriate that tho prants proposed 
in this letter should run concurrently.

Should the proposal.a as they stand aprear reasonable to the Foundation, they 
J11ay be taken as an official expr~ssion of willingness on the , art of the 
Institute to undertake the ":rork and t.o administer the funds. In fact, the 
word willingooss qui to i.nadequ.atoly give.9 the vi..ew of the Faculty and the 
Tru.stoes of the Institute, and my own vi01'5. '"1e regard this as a truly hopeful 
opportunity, and shall be grateful to the :'oundation for ita support.

Dear Mr . Oppenheimer 

Since my return to the office on Tuesday , Mr. Gardner 
has brought me up to date on his several conversations with 
you and Edwar d Earle concerning the appointment of George 
Kennan to the staff of the Institute. I am delighted t hat 
you and he have achieved a meeting of minds . Although I 
have met him onl y once , I have the impression t hat he is 
one of the statesmen of our ti!!le and should be pl aced high 
on the list of our national assets . I cannot think of a 
better sanctuary for him than the Institute. 

When I talked to Mr . Kennan in V!ashington on J anu-
ary 10, he told me of h i s preliminary conversations with 
you. At that time I told him that if, after he got settled, 
he needed money above and beyond his regular stipend to call 
us up . I now have a l etter from him confi rmin g his agree­
ment with you which reads i n part as follows : "I will be 
receiving my basic sal a ry from the Institute , and f eel that 
with a certain supplementation through lectures, etc . , it 
should be adequate . Should there be special expenditures 
stemming from the nature of the work I undertake, as for 
travel or assistance , e tc . , I mi ght conceivably have to ask 
for some sort of support along these line s . But I will not 
know about that definitely until a l ater date . In any case , 
such items would be only subsidiary to the main expenditure, 
which is be i ng ca rried by the Institute ." 

All in a ll I thi nk we would prefer to stand on the 
record as quoted , particularly in view of your assurances 
to Mr . Gardner that any part of Mr . Kennan ' s stipend that 
the Institute cannot carry may easily be secured from other 
sources . In the happy event t hat, during hi s tenure with 
you, Mr . Kennan develops resea rch pl ans which requir e f i­
nanc ing lEyond the Institute's means , we shall, of course , · 
be delighted to discuss his needs with wha t Frederick Keppel 
used to call " a rising inflection".

Had a talk with Dodds, who came to see Kennan, andwho wanted him to 
do something along t he lines of a joint sponsorship of his residence. 
Kennan told Dodds that he doubted you would like that. Kennan told 
Dodds the contribution he could make would be very very small because 
of the restrictions of time. 

Kennan's call is only to keep you informed, and so that you will not 
think he made the contact with Dodds, wren Dodds brings it up to you. 

I asked Kennan what his wishes were. He said it was hard to oppose 
Dodds' request s ince he had been an urrlergraduat~ at Princeton and they 
had been so nice to him. He would not mind tal~ the Woodrow Wilson 
School once or twice a month; and if t~ey did not put too many strings on 
such an arrangement. 

Kennan has not been to Cambridge and cannot make a definite decision 
until he has been there.

Dear Oppenheimer : 

I recently had a conversation with George Kennan 
about coming to Princeton to spend his leave f rom the State 
Depart!!l.ent at the University. Several years ago we tried to 
induce him. to join our faculty but were unable to pry him 
loose from the State Department. I have always entertained 
the hope that some day he might decide to cast in his lot with 
academia as a permanent arrangement , but the time has not come 
when he seems willing to do so. 

He was frank to tell me that t he two i nvitations now 
before hi:n for the next year or two which he is weighing most 
carefully are those from Harvard and the Institute for Advanced 
Study. He said that if he came to the Institute he would hope 
to be welcome at the University, and implied that if the two 
institutions wer e to join in a proposal to him he would be glad 
to entertain it. 

So far as any teaching obligations in the University 
ara concerned, Kennan would be completely free to decide what 
and how much teaching he would want to do . I am sure that he 
would enjoy some contacts with our graduate students and our 
mor e advanced undergraduates , and his participation in any 
course could be focussed to his interest . There are advanced 
courses possible having to do with Russian institutions, i deology, 
political behavior, and literature, in which his help would be 
welcome . But if he prefers other fields they would be open to 
him. 

I told him, of course, that as a member of the 
Institute he would have free acces s. to our Library and other 
University fac i lities. I ventured the thou~ht however that he 
would enjoy the stimulation that comes from contact with students 
in the University. This prospect seemed to appeal to him. 

It is true that our two corporations have studiously 
refrained in the past from joint engagement of personnel at the 
same time , although we have worked out arrangements in the past 
by which a man was on the Institute 's staff for one period and 
on the University's staff for another. Would you consider the

the University joining in an invitation to Kennan in some way 
that would enable us to have some part in him without disturbing 
his relationship to the Institute or your purpose in bringing him 
on? 

I had hope d to talk to you about this but it seems to 
be but rarely that we are both in town on one and the same day.
