"I received your letter of September 21 on October 1 and immedistely
cabled you in order that you might feel relieved of all pressure and anxiety.
The next day I learned thet Professor Veblen would esrrive in New York within
a few days, and I therefore postponed answering your letter until I had a talk
with him, which took place yesterday. I thoroughly understend snd sympathize
with you in your desire to come to s decision only after you have had a thorough
rest. If you should be eble to reach a conclusion by the end of October, that
will be entirely convenient, es far as I am concerned.

In reference to the points you raise, I am happy to add to my previous
letters the following additional eonditions:

1, Should you accept the invitation, your position will, es
far as the Institute is concerned, be a 1life post, that is, until the
dete of retirement. On the other hand, you will on your side be
perfectly free at any time to resign or withdraw in order to sccept
a post elsewhere, and in cese of withdrawal or resignetion the sums
which have been accumulated to your credit in the Teachers Insursnce
and Anmuity Association of America belong to you, not to the Insti-
tute. As a matter of convenience, it would probably be best if it
wore understood that you would give sny such notice any time during
the year, your resignation or withdrawal to be effective at the end
of the year.

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Extract from letter of Dr. Flexmer to Professor Weyl, deted August 23, 1932,

"I bave your extremely kind letter of July 30, =md I thoroughly
sympethize with the desire of your colleagues and yourself to consult Professor
Courant in person before giving a final reply to the invitation whiech has been
extended to you by the Institute for Advanced Study. I may sey both for the
founders of the Institute and for my colleagues that, should you decide affirma-
tively, we shall wish to do everything in our power to meke you and your femily
happy end to provide whatever is reasonable and necessary for the suecess of your
work and the Institute.

During the first year Princeton University has, through the courtesy
of the Acting President end Dean Eisenhart, offered us space in the new Fine
Hall, We are investigeting the question of e suitsble site in the immediate
vieinity of Princeton University, on which in course of time proper buildings
may be erected. Whether a building een be built within the next yeer or even
the next two years I do mot kmow, but, if not, we shall find comfortable and
sufficiently spacious quarters for owr temporary use. We shall have access to
the Princeton Library, but of course we shall not rely upon this. Professor
Courant has told me that he and Professor Neugebsuer will sssist us in msking
a list of the books which we will need for general use, and an annual sppro-
priation will be mede so that the members of the Institute will have et hand
books aend periodicels of which they have immediete end constant re ed. The
Institute will be absolutely independent of Princeton University, but we are
hoping that we shell be friendly eand cobperative neighbors so that each institu-
tion may receive stimulus from the other and that the persons connected with the
Institute may not be isolated from the general scademic and socisl life of the
community.

In respect to yar specific needs, I am prepared to recommend to the
Board et its meeting on Oetober 10 your eppointment as a professor in the School

of Methemetiés on the following terms:
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(1) A salary of $15,000 & yeer. In the event that you sare
compelled to pay income taxes on this sum in both Germany
end the United States, the Institute will pay the American
income tax.

You will pay yearly 5% of your sslary ($750) and tae
Institute will pay $750 to the Teachers Imsurance and Annuity
Associstion of America. The acoumulations thus sssembled will
be the basis of a retiring allowance at 65 years of age - or
leter by mutual consent - of $8,000 a year, the Institute
guaranteeing that sum. In the event of your total incapacity
through illness before 65, the pension above mentioned will
begin at the date of such permsnent incepe¢ity. Should your
wife, Helene Weyl, survive you, she will receive & pension
of $5,000 ennually.

(2) The Institute will meke you en allowence of $300 a year for
your younger son &8 long as he is s student in the Gymasium
end of $1,000 during the periocd of attendance st the University,
not to exceed five or six years. In the ewent of the death of
both parents the Institute will pay each son $1,000 a year up
to the end of his 21st year.

(3) You will receive a personsl assistant, ss has been arranged
in the cese of both Professor Einstein and Professor Veblen.

(4) The Institute will psy the costs of your moving from Germany
to America and such expenses e8 mey be incurred in transporting
your household goods.

(6) You sre free to assume your professarship on April 1,1933,
or October 1, 1233. In the event that you sccept as of dete
April 1, the Institute will reimburse the Prussian Government
to the extent of §750 (3,000 Marks).

If you secept our invitetion on the above terms, I shall teke the
necessery steps required by the immigretion lews of the United States.

In due time after conference with those constituting the methemetiocal
group the Institute will meke every effort to add to the group a younger but
promising mathemetician, whose mein interests lie in a different pert of the
general field of methematies.

I can thoroughly sympsthize with your feeling and that of your

13 and 14 of the enclosed pamphlet? The Trustees have resolved that professors
shall be adequately reemmerated and that a proper retiring al lowance shall be
provided for the professor and for his wife, in case of her survival,

We have decided after very mature reflection to begin in the field
of mathematies and for that purpose to bring together a few men in the prime /
of 1ife and of outstanding significances  Tour mame has been suggested to me
repeatedly in this comnection both in Burepe and in America, If the matter
interests you, I chould be very happy to male a trip to Eurcpe for the purpose

of conference with you.
