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IBN HAZM'’S SOURCES ON ASH‘ARISM AND MU‘TAZILISM*

Sabine Schmidtke

When Ibn Hazm died in 456/1064, Sunni Mu‘tazilism had reached its apo-
gee. During the early 4th/10th century, its two major scholastic trends, the
School of Baghdad and the School of Basra, had evolved in the Islamic
East. Whereas the School of Baghdad had become largely irrelevant after
the death of Abu 1-Qasim al-Balkhi al-Ka‘bi (d. 319/931), the Basran School
and, more specifically, the Bahshamiyya, named after its eponym Abu
Hashim al-Jubba1 (d. 321/933), had become the dominant school among
the Mu‘tazilis during the 4th/1oth and sth/uith centuries. Following Aba
Hashim’s death the school doctrine was continued over the next genera-
tions by Abu ‘Ali b. Khallad,! Aba ‘Abd Allah al-Husayn b. ‘Ali al-Basr1
(“al-Shaykh al-murshid,” d. 367/978), Abu Ishaq Ibrahim b. ‘Ayyash, and
gadr l-qudat ‘Abd al-Jabbar al-Hamadani (d. 415/1025), who eventually suc-
ceeded Abu ‘Abd Allah as the head of the Basran school of the Mu‘tazila
and enjoyed the patronage of al-Sahib b. ‘Abbad (d. 385/995), the vizier
of Mwayyad al-Dawla in Bayid Rayy.? Other rivalling trends within
Mu‘tazilism during Abai Hashim'’s time, such as the School of Baghdad or
the Ikhshidiyya, a movement founded by Aba ‘Abd Allah Muhammad b.
‘Umar al-Saymari (d. 315/927) and named after the latter's companion Aba
Bakr Ahmad b. ‘Al Ibn al-Ikhshid (d. 326/938),% were of mostly historical
value at the turn of the sth/nth century.

Within Sunnism, Mu‘tazilism continued to flourish for at least another
two centuries. Among ‘Abd al-Jabbar’s students were Abu Rashid
al-Nisaburl, who became the head of the Bahshamiyya following the gadr
l-qudat's death in 415/1025,% his younger contemporary Abt Muhammad
Ibn Mattawayh (d. 469/1076), author of a paraphrastic commentary
on ‘Abd al-Jabbar's al-Muhit fi -taklif, al-Majmu‘ fi [-muhit, and of al-
Tadhkira fi l-jawahir wa-l-arad,> Abt Muhammad ‘Abd Allah b. Sa‘id
al-Labbad (“Qadi Labbad”), author of a Kitab al-Nukat (lost),® and Abu
|-Husayn al-Basr1 (d. 436/1044).7 The latter had criticized his teacher ‘Abd
al-Jabbar on a number of issues, and his doctrines later on gave rise to
the last innovative school within Mu‘tazilism.® Abu 1-Husayn’s theo-
logical thought was continued and propagated about a century after his
lifetime by the Hanafi scholar and contemporary and associate of Jar
Allah al-Zamakhshari (d. 538/1144), Rukn al-Din Mahmud b. Muhammad
al-Malahimi (d. 536/1141) in Kh¥arazm, where Mu‘tazilism survived at
least until the gth/15th century.?

A close examination of the theological writings of Ibn Hazm!® shows
hat he was unaware not only of contemporary Mu‘tazilism but also of the
developments of the school during most of the 4th/i0th century. When
mentioning Abu Bakr Ibn Ikhshid, Ibn Hazm states that the latter was one
of the three heads of the movement into which the Mu‘tazila had split at
the beginning of the 4th/ioth century, the other two being Abii Hashim
al-Jubba’1l and Abu 1-Qasim al-Kabi.!! He does not refer to any Mu‘tazili
thinker later than these three. By contrast, Ibn Hazm is familiar with most
of the earlier representatives of the movement, most of whom belong to
its pre-scholastic phase. He polemicizes against their views throughout his
theological works and devotes an entire section of his Fisal to the refuta-
tion of Mu‘tazilite doctrines.!? Despite his characteristically harsh polemic
tone, Ibn Hazm clearly considered Mu‘tazilism to be a historical move-
ment at best with little relevance as a living opponent.

This is confirmed when Ibn Hazm'’s sources for Mu‘tazili doctrines
are analyzed, at least, as far as this can be done on the basis of the little
information he provides. In the majority of cases, Ibn Hazm refrains from
revealing his sources on the various Mu‘tazili doctrines and thinkers he
discusses. The few exceptions where he provides titles are problematic

and given the enormous time span between his and the respective authors’
lifetime, it is unlikely that he had consulted most of them directly. Ibn
Hazm refers to the Kitab al-Burhan of al-Jahiz (d. 255/869),!2 the heresio-
graphical Kitab Fr [-Magqalat of Abu 1-‘Abbas ‘Abd Allah b. Muhammad
al-Anbari (“al-Nashi’ al-Akbar” d. 293/906),!* Abu l-Hasan “Ali b. al-Husayn
al-Mas‘adi’s (d. 345/956) Kitab Murij al-dhahab wa-ma‘adin al-jawhar as
well as his Kitab al-Tanbih wa-l-ishraf;'® “one of the books” (ba‘d kutubihi)
of Aba Bakr Ibn Ikhshid,'6 and “al-Masa’il” of Aba Hashim al-Jubba’1.1”
Ibn Hazm discusses Mu‘tazili doctrines in an exclusively polemical
context which guides his selection of Mu‘tazili thinkers and doctrines.
He often presents and refutes views of marginal figures within the move-
ment, clearly for polemical purposes, such as the peculiar views of some
disciples of al-Nazzam, e.g. on the transmigration of souls, such as Ahmad
b. Khabit,'® Fadl al-Hadathi'® and Salih Qubba?2® who were later ostracized

from the movement.?! He also associates with the Mu‘tazila figures who
according to the later school tradition did not belong to the movement,
such as Dirar b. ‘Amr (d. 200/815). This is typical for the pre-scholastic
phase of the Mu‘tazila, which is characterized by an enormous diversity
in thought and fluid boundaries.?2

Ibn Hazm shares this approach with Ash‘arite heresiographers of
the East, such as his older contemporary ‘Abd al-Qahir al-Baghdadi
(d. 429/1037) in his Kitab al-Farg bayn al-firaq. However, although it has
been shown that Ibn Hazm may have had heresiographical source mate-
rial at his disposal that was also available to ‘Abd al-Qahir al-Baghdadj,
as is evident from the many parallels between Ibn Hazm’s Fisal and
al-Baghdadt's Farg bayna al-firaq,?® Ibn Hazm’s statements often have no
clear parallel in the available Eastern heresiographical literature,?* and it
is unknown which works were available to him and from where he had
gleaned his information.

Throughout Ibn Hazm’s works scattered remarks can be found that
suggest that Mu‘tazilism was still a living tradition in al-Andalus during
his lifetime. Such statements need to be taken with caution. Like other
Muslim historiographers, such as Ibn Hazm’s onetime student Sa‘id
al-Andalusi (d. 462/1070) in his Kitab Tabaqgat al-umam and his contempo-
rary Ibn Hayyan (d. 469/1076) in his Kitab al-Mugqtabas, Ibn Hazm accuses,
for example, Muhammad b. ‘Abd Allah al-Jabali, better known as Ibn
Masarra (b. 269/883 in Cordoba, d. 319/931 in Mecca) and some of his later
followers, such as Isma‘il b. ‘Abd Allah al-Ru‘ayni, an older contemporary

of Ibn Hazm, of having agreed with the Mu‘tazila on a number of issues.?5
In addition, Ibn Hazm associated the following Andalusi scholars with
Mu‘tazilism:

o Khalil b. ‘Abd al-Malik b. Kulayb (“Khalil al-Ghafla”) from Cordoba, a
companion of Ibn Masarra who had studied for some time in the East
the Tafsir of al-Hasan al-Basri (d. 110/728) in the transmission of ‘Amr
b. ‘Ubayd (d. 143 or 144/761);26

o Abu Bakr Yahya b. Yahya (“Ibn al-Samina,” d. 315/927-8) from Cordoba,
who had also spent some time in the East and had studied with Khalil
b. ‘Abd al-Malik, specifically al-Hasan al-Basr1’s Tafsir;2”

o the chamberlain (hajib) Misa b. Muhammad b. Sa‘id b. Miisa b. Hudayr
(d. 320/932);28

o Mausa b. Hudayr’s son, the vizier ‘Abd al-Rahman b. al-hajib Musa;?°

o Musa b. Hudayr’s brother, the vizier and sahib al-mazalim Abu ‘Amr
Ahmad b. Muhammad b. Hudayr (d. 327/938).3° Both Masa and Ahmad
had served during the reign of ‘Abd al-Rahman III al-Nasir (r. 300/912—
350/961);3!

With the exception of Ibn Masarra and Mundhir b. Sa‘id al-Ballati, both
of whom were definitely not Mu‘tazilites, we do not possess any of the
writings of any of them3” and it is impossible to verify their doctrinal
affiliations on the basis of the scattered remarks given by Ibn Hazm and

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in the biographical literature. In more general terms, it remains unclear
what Mu‘tazilism stands for at all in the Andalusi context.3® Contrary to
what has been suggested,3® Ibn Hazm’s references to “Mu‘tazilites” in al-
Andalus during and prior to his lifetime should therefore be treated with
great caution.*°

Other than was the case with Mu‘tazilism, Ibn Hazm experienced
Ash‘arism as a vibrant living movement. He had a number of primary
Ash‘arite sources at his disposal which he often names explicitly. In addi-
tion to this, Ibn Hazm refers to information on Ash‘arite doctrinal views
that he had learned of through various interlocutors and opponents in

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disputations.*! Moreover, the numerous Ash‘arite counter-attacks against
Ibn Hazm’s critique of Ash‘arism both during his lifetime and in subse-
quent centuries confirm the strong Ash‘arite presence in al-Andalus and
North Africa during these periods. Among these, mention should be made
of Abu -Walid Sulayman b. Khalaf al-Baji (b. 403/1012, d. 474/1081), with
whom Ibn Hazm had held numerous disputations mostly on issues of
legal methodology but also on doctrinal questions,*?> Abt Bakr ‘Abd Allah
b. Talha al-Jaburi (d. 523/1124—5) in his al-Radd ‘ala Ibn Hazm (lost),*3 the
Andalusian Abu Bakr Ibn al-‘Arabi (d. 543/1148) (who in contrast to Ibn
Hazm had spent several years (485/1092—493/1101) in the Islamic East) in
his al-‘Awasim min al-qawasim fi tahqgiq mawagif al-sahaba ba‘da wafat
al-nabi** and in his lost refutation of Ibn Hazm’s Kitab al-Durra fima
yajib itigaduhu, al-Ghurra fi naqd al-Durra,*> Ahmad b. Yasuf al-Labli
(d. 691/1292) in his Fihrist and in his lost Risala Fi l-radd ‘ala Ibn Hazm*5
or Taj al-Din al-Subki (d. 769/1368) in his Tabagat al-shafi‘iyya.*"

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Among the Ash‘arite books that were at Ibn Hazm’s disposal, the
“Kitab al-Simnani” stands out as his most significant source, as is indi-
cated by the numerous quotations from and references to this work
throughout the Fisal#® Ibn Hazm gleaned from this book most of his
information on the doctrinal positions of the school and specifically on
those of two major Ash‘arite thinkers, Abti Bakr Muhammad b. al-Tayyib
al-Baqillani (d. 403/1013), with whom al-Simnani had studied, and Abu
Bakr Muhammad b. al-Hasan b. Furak al-Isfahani (d. 406/1020). The iden-
tity of the “Kitab al-Simnani” cannot be determined at present. The only
extant work by Abu Ja‘far Muhammad b. Ahmad al-Simnani (b. 361/971—2
in Simnan, d. 444/1052 in Mawsil) is a theological summa preserved in
an apparently unique manuscript owned by the Madrasa ‘Uthmaniyya
in Aleppo that is entitled Kitab al-Bayan ‘an usul al-iman wa-l-kashf ‘an
tamwihat ahl al-tughyan.*® Daniel Gimaret, who studied the manuscript,
states that none of Ibn Hazm’s quotations from the “Kitab al-Simnant”’
match this work.5? The “Kitab al-Simnani” was evidently a comprehen-
sive work. At one occasion Ibn Hazm describes it as “kitabuhu al-kabir,”
assuming that he had only one work by al-Simnani at his disposal. Here,
Ibn Hazm also refers to a Kitab al-Imama by al-Simnani and his wording
indicates that a section within al-Simnani’s book is intended rather than
an independent work.5!

Ibn Hazm also consulted directly some of the writings of al-Baqillani,
which need not surprise us as it is well known that al-Baqillan1’s works
circulated widely in North Africa and al-Andalus where he, being a Malikj,
was popular.>? On numerous occasions Ibn Hazm refers to and/or quotes

tations are found to agree with the original work and there is no reason
to doubt that Ibn Hazm had gleaned them directly from al-BaqillanTt’s

[-Batiniyya.5®> On one occasion Ibn Hazm refers to al-Bagillant’s “al-Risala
al-ma‘rafa bi-l-Hurra.”>® The treatise, better known under the title Kitab
al-Insaf fima yajibu i‘tigaduhu wa-la yajizu al-jahl bihi, is a popular brief
theological tract which has been printed repeatedly.5” Since the reference
is immediately followed by another one to al-Simnani, it is uncertain
whether Ibn Hazm had consulted the Risala al-Hurra directly or whether
he had used the “Kitab al-Simnani” as an intermediary source.>® Ibn Hazm
also refers once or twice to a Kitab al-Usil by Ibn Furak, a title that is not
attested elsewhere. The wording suggests that he is referring to it through
a secondary source, most like again the “Kitab al-Simnani.”>°

Ibn Hazm occasionally refers to some works by the school’s founder,
Abu |-Hasan al-Ash‘ar1 (d. 324/936), yet it is unlikely that he had any of

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them at his disposal: the Kitab al-Mujiz®° and kitabuhu al-ma‘rif bi-l-
Majalis.®* While the first is known to have been one of the major works by
al-Ash‘ar1,%2 the second reference is less clear. No other source confirms
this title and Daniel Gimaret in his Réexamen of al-Ash‘ari’s bibliography
cautiously suggests that the Majalis may be identical with al-Ash‘arT’s
al-Masa’il al-manthiira containing his reports of discussion circles (majalis)
that he had held in Baghdad with some Mu‘tazili scholars.63 Neither of
the two works is extant so that Ibn Hazm’s references cannot be verified.
Among al-Ash‘ar’s students Ibn Hazm only refers to Aba ‘Abd Allah Ibn
Mujahid (d. 370/980-1), the teacher of both al-Baqillani and Ibn Furak,
without specifying his source.5*

Although Ibn Hazm had clearly read Ash‘arite primary literature,
in contrast to his apparently exclusively heresiographical knowledge
about Mu‘tazilism, his textual basis was nonetheless narrow. The “Kitab
al-Simnani” may very well have been the only Ash‘arite theological summa
at his disposal. Ibn Hazm was evidently unfamiliar with the comprehensive
theological works of both Ibn Farakb® and al-Bagillani, such as the latter’s
Kitab al-Tamhid or his opus magnum Hiddayat al-mustarshidin, although at
least the Tamhid was available in al-Andalus during the time of his writ-
ing.6¢ Moreover, Ibn Hazm was clearly unaware of the writings of other
Eastern Ash‘arite luminaries such as Abu Ishaq Ibrahim b. Muhammad
al-Isfara’ini (d. 411/1020) or the latter’s student Aba Mansur ‘Abd al-Qahir
al-Baghdadi.%? It should also be noted that Ibn Hazm did not know his
younger contemporary Abii 1-Ma‘ali al-Juwayni (“Imam al-Haramayn,”
b. 419/1028, d. 478/1085) whose writings seem to have reached al-Andalus

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too late for Ibn Hazm to have read them—the Kitab al-Fisal was com-
posed between 418/1027 and 440/1048 and revised up until 450/1058.68
Ibn Hazm repeatedly refers to interlocutors through whom he had
gained additional knowledge about Ash‘arite doctrines. Among them Abu
1-Walid al-Baji with whom Ibn Hazm had held several disputations stands
out as his main informant about Ash‘arite doctrine.®® Moreover, it was

At times he does not specify his oral
sources.”® On one occasion, Ibn Hazm states that Ash‘arism had spread
in Qayrawan and al-Andalus adding, perhaps polemically, that it had
became rather weak by his time.

Twice in his Fisal Ibn Hazm refers to a comprehensive work (kitab kabir)
of his in which he refuted the views of a certain ‘Ataf b. Dutas [Duanas],
an Ash‘arite scholar from Qayrawan, entitled Kitab al-Yagin fi [-naqd ‘ala
[-mulhidin al-muhtajjin ‘an Iblis al-la‘in wa-sa’ir al-kafirin, which unfortu-
nately is lost.”

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75 Reference is given to the edition by Muhammad Ibrahim Nasr and ‘Abd al-Rahman
‘Umayra (Beirut 1405/1985) and to the edition by Ahmad Shams al-Din (Beirut 1996). The
respective section in which each quotation appears is indicated as well. Alternative read-
ings and additions to the text that are found in the Nasr/Umayra edition are given in
square brackets.—I am aware that none of these two editions is a critical one and neither
takes into consideration Ibn Hazm’s apparently significant revisions of the Fisal. His later
revisions do tend, as it seems, to include more explicit references, as has been shown by
Ljamai (Ibn Hazm et la polémique islamo-chrétienne, pp. 45ft.) on the basis of Ms. Fliigel 975
(Vienna). It is hoped that Samir Kaddouri’s current PhD project in the course of which he
is investigating all extant manuscripts of Ibn Hazm’s Fisal will provide a clearer picture of
the various recensions of the text, with possibly new insights into his use of al-Simnani’s
text and other sources.
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
