Clearly, the statement of the founders in their letter
to the Trustees, June 6, 1930, indicated aild to tiose who
came to study subventions were to be gifts.

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In the case of finance, the environment is largely
determined by outside agonoiu—-thn government, the banking
community, ete., the kind of a state. He thinks that the group

of persons considering financial phenomena should be In constant
touch with others who are concerned with political philosophy,

"for the policy adopted by those responsible for fimnoe will

be larpely determined by the state of gemsral pouuul-phuosoehiul
opinion and by the current telelogical conception of the state.

The student of fimance must keep himself in formed of
the political philosophic outlook and as well be amsisted IrL
edequate oompetent statistical and lact-gathering groupe Therefore
would sugmest a group of students near the fimancial researchers
not of the science of polibics, but of political philosophy.

"The finsncial speciallste would,i think, gain greatly

by dally contact with these men who are studying the great soeial
and ﬂl esophical forees which, whether the financial communitye
realizes 1t or not, determine gho trend of finencial evolution,
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"Finamce 18 @ gquantitative science floating in a medium
of ideas." It requires quantitetive analysis of a high order,
but 1t requires of these responsible for its direstion an
understanding of the philosophical environment, The researchers
should be relieved of drudgery, and should have an opportunity
to profit fully from dismssion with the politicale-philosophical
