Einstein is best known for his theory
of relativity, which holds that only the relative
motion of objects may ever be observed, and which
brings & fourth dimension, time, into physical
measurement along with space, mess, and energy.
In 1963 he devised a single mathematical formula
which encompasses the laws of grevitation, electro-
magnetism, and relstivity.

It was on Einsteir's assurence that nuclear
fission was possible that President Roosevelt
euthorized the expenditure of enormous sums which
led to the bresk-through into the stomic age in
1945 -- &nd the creation of the atom bomdb and
the end ing of World War II.
