Although I realise that
his openhearted and undiplomatic {rankness may occasicnally lead to misunderstandings, I
cannot conceive why his simple dignity should be the cauvse of so much acrimony as you
displayed in your conversaticn over the phone.

Einstein hates publieity, but his kindness of heart and the lack of sophistication have
oftentimes overcome his desire to avoid it,. n:mmtoyuurquntim ‘why don't the
Einsteins simply throw the reporters out' I may tell you that ‘threwing (sic.) out' is
perfectly unknown in the home of the great scientist.

“I myself have many & times seen him refuse interviews, and it is only through
playing upon his kindness that here and there articles about him are obtained. were he
nore wmbihopduoonmioddty worldly, he probably woull be more immune to the wiles of re-
porterse.

“And yet, Dr. Flexner, is'nt it a fact that the great reputation which Pre-
fessor Einstein enjoys end which has been populerized by the newspapers is the very
thing which prompted you to engage him for your new school?

"Considering the thousands of pictures and articles that have appesred all
over the world do you really believe, that the Einsteins can still derive any pleasure
from newspsper-uriteups? Do you really believe, that vanity 1s s dominating factor with
them?

"As far as the letters to the Knabe Company are concerned, it was suggestion
that My, Neuer send a plano to Prof. Einstein, Mr. Never gladly consented no motive,
except a sincere admiration for a great man. HNot a word has breathed of an endorsement
or a recommandation (sic.). The letters that were exhibited im the window were merely
the expreseion of thanks of two gracious pecple and were not gent to be used for publicity.
However 1 de not blame ¥r. Neuer for putting them in the window, though I do know, that
the Einsteins had no idea that he would do so.

"1 really believe that in the same way you have misjudged them about other
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things you do not give them credit for their actions in regard to the coming cencert.
The idea sprang frem a desire to help the needy friends in Gemany. As you say 'Prof,
iidnstein is a sclentist and not a viclinist, but he alsc is a human being with a grea
heart.

"Whatever both of the Einsteins do, you can be assured, is prompted by high
ideals and lofty motives. To aseribe other reasons for their actirns is unworthye.

"It may be presumtious (sic.) on my part to defend Prof. and Mrs. Linstein,
but if you reccllect the freedom of your telephone-conversation with me you will under-
stand, why I == as an outsider -- am taking the liberty of writing this letter.”

Huxley to Flexner, December 11, 1932,

"I thought it might save a little time if I sent you a
letter beforehand about some of the ldeas I had in mind,
The reason 1 ventured km to butt in at all was that in
talking to Veblen I got the impression that the general
poliey of the new Ipstitute was still largely undetermined,
and as 1'd reflected a bit on the subject, and realized
you must obviously be doing the same, thought it would be
mutually advantageous to exchange some ideas., I have been
much impressed with the wastefulness of the current ideas
of researche~that every institution of higher learning
ought to try to do everything (the seme wasteful principle
as in education wants everyone to have courses in everything);
and feel that real specidlization with an idea behind it
is the way to get big results.

(1) One thought I ha e had for some time of a place
where whose prime function should be the application of the
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mathematical method in every possible fleld--of course this
has been very largely done in the physical scien ces; but
in biology (biometry, evolution theory, genetics, certain
aspects of physiology, ecology, population studies) it is
clear that much could be done, as obviously too in
economics (continuing the work of Volheus, Evans, etec.).

(2) Another thing would be to foster real group
research in fields to waich it has not yet been applied,
