
hIINUTES OF THE WEETING OF TI33 EXECUTIVE COlOdITTEE . 

OF THE INSTITUTE FOR ADVAIJCED STUDY 
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TUESDAY, JUNE 5, 1945 AT 1:00 P. M. 

, A s p e c i a l  meeting o f  t h e  Fxecutive Committee was held i n  

New York on Tuesday, June 5, 1945 t o  consider  a r epor t  made by 

the  Committee on Appointments. There were present  Messrs. 

Aydelotte, Bamberger, Leidesdorf, Maass, b e ,  Schaap, Veblen, 

Weed and Wolman. 

M r .  Maass, as Chairman o f  t h e  Committee o n  Appointments, 

presented the  recommendations of that Commj.ttee. The members of 

t he  Cornittee had at tended a Faculty meeting a t  the I n s t i t u t e  on 

Tuesday, !,fay 22, 1945, a t  which c e r t a i n  appointments t o  t h e  Faculty 

recommended by the Director  had been approved by t h e  Faculty a s  

follows : 

Professor Wolfgang Pauli ,  School o f  Mathematics 

Professor  Carl  L. Siegel ,  School o f  Yathematics 

Professor  Jacob Viner, School o f  Economics 

Professor 'Nilliam F. Albright,  School o f  Iiumanistic S tudies  

Before considering addit ions t o  the Faculty, t he  Committee 

on Appointments recommended c e r t a i n  changes i n  s a l a r y  of regular  

members o f  the s t a f f  a s  follows: 

Professor Erwin Panofsky t o  he increased from $10,500 

t o  812j 500 

Professor Edward Me8d Ear le  t o  b e  increased from 510,000 

t o  %12,500 



Professor Hetty Goldman, who r e t i r e s  i n  1947, t o  be 

increased .from $2,400 to $10,000 

Miss Nancy Lee Syrann, wkLO r e t i r e s  i n  1946, t o  be 

increased from $3,600 t o  $4,500 

These increases were, on motion du ly  made, seconded and 

ca r r i ed ,  approved by t h e  Executive Committee. 

Upon a f u r t h e r  notion, duly made, seconded and ca r r i ed ,  the 

Executive Committee approved the  arrangements suggested by 

Princeton IJniversity by which Dr .  Kurt Weitzmann, Field Ihd iaeva l i s t ,  

should be placed on a permanent s t a t u s  with tenure, h i s  s a l a r y  

being paid p a r t l y  by Princeton Universi ty and p a r t l y  by the  I n s t i t u t e  

f o r  Advanced Study. Proft-:ssor Wcitzmann's s a l a r y  i s  now 64,500 

per  year.  Under the  arrangement proposcid and approved by the 

cobni t tee ,  h i s  s a l a r y  rvoiild be r a i s e d  t o  95,000 per  year. The 

I n s t i t u t e  would pay %2,500, plus $250 per  year  to  the TIAA, 

Professor :nl;.itzmann makin? a simi.lor cont r ibut ion  from h i s  own 

sa lary .  Princeton University vvould pay $2,500, plus $I25 per  year  

t o  t h e  TIAA, Professor 1Neitzmann making a s imi l a r  cont r ibpt ion  

from h i s  own sa l a ry .  When Profassor Weitzmann reaches t h e  aqe of 

65 i n  1969, he w i l l  r e t i r e  from the I n s t i t u t e  and Princeton 

Universi ty w i l l  assume t h e  ob l iga t ion  f o r  h i s  e n t i r e  s a l o r y  and 

r e t i r i n g  allowance u n t i l  he reaches t h e i r  w t i r i n g  age of 68. 

The zrrangements p,roposed w i l l  g ive  Profe jsor  'Xeitzmnnn a r e t i r i n g  

a l lo~rance  o f  somr:where batvreen %2,000 and $2,500 per  year,  



Upon motion, duly made, secpnded and ca r r i ed ,  the Direc tor  

was authorized t o  m k e  the  fol lowing addi t ions  t o  t h e  Faculty 

upon t h e  terms spec i f ied ,  

School of Mathematics 

Professor :Nolfgzng Pauli ,  $10,000 plus a  cont r ibut ion  

o f  11,500 t o  the Teachers Insurance and Annuity Association 

on condi t ion  t'nat Professor  Paul i  cont r ibute  a  l i k e  sum from 

h i s  own sa lary .  This w i l l  i.nsure a  pension f o r  Professor  

Pau l i  o f  j u s t  over $4,000. 

R o f e s s o r  Carl  L. S iege l ,  $10,000 plus a  cont r ibut ion  

t o  t h e  TIAA of $1,625 on condj-tion t h a t  Professor S i e g e l  

make a . l i ke  con t r ibu t ion  from h i s  own s a l a ~ j .  This w i l l  

insure  Professor S iegel  a  pension o f  j u s t  ove r  $4,000 a t  t he  

age of 65. 

School o f  Economics 

Professor Jacob Viner, f10,000 plus the  regular  

cont r ibut ion  of 5% t o  t h e  TIAA. 

In the cases of Professor Viner and Professor  Pauli ,  i f  it 

should tu rn  ou t  t h a t  t h e i r  s i t u a t i o n  is such t h a t  they would not  be 

j u s t i f i e d  i n  moving t o  the I n s t i t u t e  on the  terms proposed, t h e  

Director  was authorized t o  negot ia te  .with them up t o  z maximum 

of  $12,500. 

The ~ o ' m i t t e e  reserved t h e  nomination of Professor Kil l iam F. 

Albright  t o  a professorship i n  tlhe School of Humanistic Studies  

f o r  f u r t h e r  consideration. 

The a t t e n t i o n  of t h e  Committee ~ m s  c a l l e d  t o  the f a c t  t h a t  

during t h e  years 144/+-1945 thc re  a re  fou r  ret i rements  from t h e  



Faculty: Professors Einstein,  Iferzfeld, Iawe and Veblen. The 

proposed budget for  the  present a c t i v i t i e s  of the I n s t i t u t e  f o r  

the  axdemic  year 1945-1946 w i l l  be %4U,000. I&-. Connors 

e s t ina tes  t h a t  t h e  income from the  endowment fund f o r  t h e  year 

1945-1946 w i l l  be approxirrately $600,000. Additional expenditures 

authorized by tho Fzecutive Conunittee a t  t h i s  meeting w i l l  t o t a l  

$49,000 a t  the outside. This amount w i l l  be reduced by retirements 

by June 1, 1947 t o  833,500. 

The Chairman ca l led  t h e  a ttenti .on of  t h e  Committee t o  t h e  

f a c t  t h a t  t h e  I n s t i t u t e  had inher i t ed  from the Estate of Mrs. Fuld 

ce r t a in  r e a l  e s t a t e  a t  Orange, East Orange and I\'ewark, New Jersey, 

on which Mrs. Fuld had maintained her homestead, and t h a t  an o f f e r  

had been received from George k d i n ,  of Newark, New Jersey, t o  

purchase such property f o r  the  sum of 8162,500.00, payable 

$82,500.00 i n  cash and 680,000.00 thereof by a t en  year purchase 

money mortgage with i n t e r e s t  a t  4% per annum, such mortgage t o  

contain relr .ase clauses rqcceptable t o  the  I n s t i t u t e ,  and t h i  s a l e  

t o  be without brokerage t o  any broker. 

The matter was variously discussed, afid thereupon, on motion, 

duly made, seconded and unanimously car r ied ,  i t  was 

RESOLVED t h a t  Th- I n s t i t u t e  f o r  Advanced Stud-$-- 
Louis Samberger and ?"!rs. Feljx Fuld Foundation make 
and enter  in to  a contract  wi th  George Levin, o f  Newark, 
Nes Jersey, t o  s c l l  $0 the s a i d  George Levin the  
property a t  Orange, East  Orac!e and Wevmrk, :Jew Jersey, 
inher i ted  by t h e  I n s t i t u t e  from t h e  Estate of  Carrie B. F. 
Fuld, deceased, f o r  the  sum of  $162,500.00, payable 
'$82,500.00 thereof i n  cash and the  balance on a purchase 
money mortgxge bearing i n t e r e s t  a t  4% per annum f o r  a 
term of t e n  years, with r e l e a s e  clauses acceptable t o  the  



I n s t i t u t e  f o r  Advanced Study, and t h a t  t h e  o f f i c e r s  
o f  t h e  I n s t i t u t e  he and they here57 a r e  authorized, 
empowered and d i r ec t ed  t o  make, en te r  i n t o  and 
execute such cont rac t  on t h e  t e r n  herein out l ined  
i n  such form and manner a s  may be approved by counsel, 
provided t h a t  no brokerape is t o  be paid by t h e  
I n s t i t u t e  i n  connection wi th  such s a l e  and that t h e  
term of  s a i d  con t rac t  be not  t o  exceed four  months. 

The Director  c a l l e d  t h e  a t t e n t i o n  of t h e  co rn i t t ee  t o  t h e  f a c t  

t h a t  hk. and Xrs. William F. Chamberlin, who l i v e  diagonal ly across  

from Olden Manor, wish t o  cons t ruc t  an  apartment over t h e i r  garage 

on Olden Lane. Under t h e  Princeton Township zoning r e s t r i c t i o n s ,  

consent o f  t h e  neighbors adjoining is necessaPy f o r  t h i s  purpose. 

On motion, duly made, seconded and ca r r i ed ,  t he  Committee 

authorized the Director t o  convey to t h e  Township a u t h o r i t i e s  t he  

approval of t h e  Trustees o f  t h e  I n s t i t u t e  o f  t h i s  project .  

The Committee heard-with i n t e r e s t  t he  repor t  o f  an  e f f o r t  

now being made t o  secure.  a s p e c i a l  fund f o r  t h l  support o f  m i l i t a r y  

s tud ie s  conducted by Professor F i r l e  i n  co l labora t ion  wi th  c e r t a i n  

members of the Faculty o f  'pr inceton rlniversf.ty. ... ' .  . 4
